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TRANSFER ADMISSION GUARANTEE

The SDSU Transfer Admission Guarantee provides an opportunity for guaranteed admission to the
university for undergraduate students transferring from SDSU service-area community colleges.
Admission to SDSU will be guaranteed for students who:

o Complete at least 50% of their transferable credits from institutions in SDSU’s service area,
including, Cuyamaca, Grossmont, Imperial Valley, San Diego City, San Diego Mesa, San
Diego Miramar and Southwestern.

o Fall applicants must complete 50% of their transferrable credits by the end of the fall prior to
admission (e.qg. fall 2007 for fall 2008 applicants). Spring applicants must complete 50% of

their transferable credits by the end of the summer prior to enrollment.

o Apply for admission to SDSU via www.CSUMentor.edu during the published filing period
Fall filing period — October 1 through November 30
Spring filing period — August 1 through August 30

o Complete the requirements listed below, by the deadlines indicated
